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The library recently subscribed to one of
the most scholarly interdisciplinary re-
search databases in existence: Web of
Knowledge (WoK). WoK indexes nearly
12,000 journals that have the greatest im-
pact in the scholarly world; every journal
Is peer-reviewed. A unique feature of
WoK is its “citation tracking." Select any
article in the database and you can dis-
cover the sources used by the author AND
who cited the article since its publication—
an extremely useful tool for quickly locat-
ing related articles. It's analogous to dis-
covering the ancestors and descendants
of your great-grandmother.

Web of Knowledge can be found on the
library web site by clicking on "Research
Databases" -> "W." WoK is a compilation
of three databases: Science Citation In-
dex, Social Sciences Citation Index, and
Arts & Humanities Citation Index. Each
database also has its own link in the
"Research Databases" list.

The library staff will offer a demonstration
of WoK on February 18, 12:30 - 1:30,
in Hekman Library 305. Come learn more
about this amazing research tool!
